Our own Greg Corbett, whose work
was assisting families with funeral
planning, will be giving an hour
presentation following worship on
October 20 to assist us with this diffi-
cult subject. The meeting will take
place in the church library. This is a
service that Greg is rendering to as-
sist us.

His presentation stresses that any
arrangements we can make ahead of
time is a loving and caring thing to do
for our family. We shouldn’t leave
these difficult decisions to our loved
ones while they are undergoing a

very stressful time. His presentation
will include the following topics:

1. Traditional funerals and memori-
alization.

2. Cremation.

3. Memorialization versus scatter-
ing of cremated remains.

4. Second Right of Interment.

5. Prepayment options and what to
watch out for. This will be a
strong cautionary note.
